The paper analyzes conceptual peculiarities of “iconic turn-over” observed in modern
philosophy and sociology. This turn-over was started in New age. Insight concept allows
discriminating modern and postmodern visualistics. For modern visual philosophy, the eye and
vision form its basis whilst the insight that overcomes the distance between vision subject and
object becomes the main concept in postmodern visualistics. Transgressive orientation of the
insight outside human subjectivity is combined with practice of videophilia (infatuation into
images) and videomania (absorption and capture by images), social scopophilia (massive desire
to see not only that is on the surface but also that is hidden and is under cover of visible) and
social exhibitionism (massive desire to “present himself/herself to others” and to “collect”
insights of others).
