PROJECT-BASED LEARNING IN TEACHING ENGLISH
AS A FOREIGN LANGUAGE IN PRIMARY SCHOOLS:
FROM THEORY TO PRACTICE

Experiential learning refers to the organization of the learning process
on the basis of the pedagogical principle of “learning by doing”, which
means that learners acquire knowledge after having experienced or
done something new. Experiential learning is defined as the exploitation
and processing of experience, aiming not only at acquiring knowledge,
but also at transforming the way of thinking and changing attitudes. In
experiential learning learners participate “in concrete activities that
enable them to ‘experience’ what they are learning about” and the
“opportunity to reflect on those activities”, since “learning is the process
whereby knowledge is created through the transformation of
experience”.

Experiential learning is related to the project method. The project
method is “a natural extension of what is already taking place in class”,
an open learning process, the limits and processes of which are not
strictly defined, which progresses in relation to the specific teaching
context and learners’ needs and interests.

The implementation of the project method is based on the following
pedagogical principles, expressed by many progressive educators:
a) promotion of manual activity instead of memorization and verbalism,
b) learners’ active participation in the learning process, and
c) exploitation of facts relating to the immediate reality as a source for
learning.

Many benefits of incorporating project work in second and foreign
language settings have been suggested. First, the process leading to
the end-product of project-work provides opportunities for students to
develop their confidence and independence. In addition, students
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
